Equines shall be required to have negative Coggins papers dated within twelve months of the date of the horse
show. Any horse under 6 months of age does not require Coggins papers.
Proof of rabies vaccination is mandatory. Please bring a COPY of rabies certificate. We will keep a copy

on file for our records in accordance with the state.

No equines showing evidence of any contagious or infectious disease will be permitted entry to the fair. We would

HORSE SHOW RULES

. Only serviceably sound horses will be entitled to be judged.

. The Fair Show Committee reserves the right to refuse any or all entries if needed.

. Halter classes will be combined to result in the judging of mixed breeds.

. Horses’ ages shall be computed according to their actual age the date of show.

. All horses must be under full control at all times or leave the fairgrounds at the discretion of the Fair Horse Show

Committee. Exhibitors are expected to be ready to enter the ring at the final call for their class; to follow the lead
of the ring steward; and to refrain from conversation with the judge unless answering questions or making
acknowledgments.

. There will be two youth divisions along with an open division. Jr. Division 12 & under, and Sr. Division is 13-18

years old.

. Judging is to begin at 10 AM. Any changes in Halter Classes must be made by 9 AM. Any changes in hitch

classes must be made at least two classes before the class being changed.

. In Case of Pre-Registration: Entry Fee of $5 per class. Pre entries must be received 4 days prior to the day of

show.
